Station Names

These have presented a few headaches in the preparation of this list.

To quote a few examples.

“Cowlairs” was also called “Cowlairs Junction” for a spell, photographic evidence is available but unfortunately no date of renaming.
To add to confusion the Timetables, of the period, often referred to nearby places whilst the station name boards did not.

For example in the NBR timetable of 1900 the timetable index shows “Reston for Coldingham and St. Abbs” Certainly in living
memory the station name-board did read “Reston for St. Abbs”.
